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On the Publishing of Kitab Literature and the Expansion of Islam
in Southeast Asia in the 19th and 20th centuries

During the 19th and 20th centuries, insular Southeast Asia began to
experience a fresh wave of Islamization, marked by both a considerable
increase in the number of pilgrims to Mecca, and an increase of Islamic
schools (pesantren, pondok, dayah and so on) in local villages. The demand
for Islamic textbooks called kitab also increased in proportion to the num-
ber of the students of those schools. The technique of printing, which had
just been introduced into the Islamic world in the 19" century, favoured
the business of publishing kitabs in Singapore and Bombay. In the 20th
century, these kitabs began to be published in Java which allowed to tailor
them to the requirements of the local society. In the process, new types of
kitabs were created. These were concise and addressed the common urban
people who had not received training in Islamic schools, focusing on rules
of how to lead one’s daily life as a virtuous Muslim. Islamic knowledge,
which until then had been relatively closed inside the Islamic schools, now
became accessible to a wider audience. At the same time kitabs from the
Middle East containing commentaries and translations of the classical Ara-
bic textbooks increased in number. These were written by Southeast Asian
Muslim scholars living in the Middle East; they aimed in the first place
at students of Islamic dogma. Today, the business of publishing kitabs for
the Indonesian market has almost disappeared from Mecca and Cairo, and
also from Singapore and Bombay. Publication is concentrated in Southeast
Asia, mainly in Indonesia. The kitabs once published in Singapore, Bom-
bay, and the Middle East can still be found, as a historical enrichment of
the kitabs circulating in Southeast Asia.
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
